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The Airshed Group is currently com-

prised of 26 members. The members 

consist of private industries and gov-

ernment agencies at the federal, state 

and local levels. These 26 members 

collectively have 205 different offices 

or districts that log on to and use the 

MT/ID Airshed Management System 

on a regular basis. 

The Airshed Management System 

automatically keeps track of all pre-

scribed burns entered, proposed, ap-

proved and completed by Airshed 

Group members. Key statistics for the 

RxBRS between 2002 and 2006 are 

listed below: 

More than 9,283 prescribed burns 

have been entered into the AMS 

8,376 prescribed burns were pro-

posed through the AMS in 2006 

ð 10,400 in 2005 ð and 15,097 

in 2004. 

The large gap between the num-

ber of acres proposed and the 

actual amount of acres accom-

plished has decreased dramati-

cally. In 2004, there were 843,170 

more acres proposed than actually 

burned. By 2006, that figure 

dropped to 485,526 and it contin-

ues to decline.
